RIDER EDUCATION

     Our best defense on the open road or in urban areas is defensive driving because two-thirds of motorcycle related accidents are not the fault of the motorcyclist but 95% of serious injuries from these accidents are to the motorcyclist.  A few things to consider are am I riding in the car’s blind spot, am I following someone that is moving some items using a borrowed pickup and the items are not secured and is something going to fly out of the back of the pickup, will someone decide to turn abruptly without using a turn signal or will the car in the next lane swerve suddenly into my lane.  The list is endless but each situation requires defensive driving.

     On these cold winter days there is not much opportunity to practice safe riding exercises but don’t let that stop you from taking time to become more safety conscious.  After February, our District will have Seminar Presenters in every Chapter, so give them the opportunity to put their new skills to good use.  The Rider Ed seminars available are: Co-Rider Seminar, Team Riding Seminar, Road Captain Course, Trailering Seminar, Motorcycling for the Mature Rider and Motorcycle Crash Scene Response and each seminar has useful information.  Don’t let “old man winter” get you down with all the cold, ice, snow and wind.
